  Consideration of an application to remove two Coast Live oaks (1-16” and 1-double trunk 18” & 20” dbh), transplant 3- coast live oaks (1-double trunk 16” and 18”, 2-18” dbh) for development and new construction of the property.  The site is located on the NE corner of 5th and San Carlos.  The property owners are Carmel Sands Lodge Partners, the applicant is David How.

1. One additional 60” coast live oak tree is planted in treescape. 

2. A $30,000 bond be placed to on the trees located on Mr. Sturges property at the NE side of the property.   If the trees are damaged or fail, the $30,000 will be used to replace these trees with new 60” boxed size oak trees. 

3. The applicant/property owners adhere to the proposed relocation maintenance plan.
